Let us unite our efforts to make this 
year’s exhibits the best.  We will be awarding ribbons for each category for places 1st – 
3rd and one overall Best in Show!

GENERAL EXHIBIT RULES 
 

1. Deadline to turn in registration forms for exhibit space/s is on Wednesday, 

January 25, 2012.  (NOTE: space is limited and will be assigned on a first come, 

first served basis. There are 21 spaces available in the main exhibit hall.)   

2. Exhibits may be set up between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on 

Wednesday, February 1, 2012.  Last minute adjustments can be made on 

Thursday morning, February 2, 2012 between the hours of 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 

a.m.  

3. Display will be the sole responsibility of the exhibitor.  The Tohono O’odham 

Rodeo & Fair Office will not be responsible for loss or theft of any item.   

4. There will be a judging of the exhibits on Saturday, February 4, 2012 at 3:00 

p.m., someone must be present at this time.  

5. Exhibitors will retrieve all exhibit items by the ‘removal deadline’ (12:00 noon on 

Monday, February 6, 2012) 



6. Display area must be kept clean at all times.   

7. Display must stay in tact and operate during exhibit hours as follows: 

 Thursday, February 2, 2012 from 12:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. 

 Friday, February 3, 2012 from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 

 Saturday, February 4, 2012 from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 

 Sunday, February 5, 2012 from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. 

8. Exhibitors MAY NOT INVOLVE THEMSELVES WITH THE SELLING OF ANY ITEM. 

9. Exhibitors will be allowed up to four passes. 

 
EXHIBIT SPACE SPECIFICATIONS AND GUIDELINES 

 
- Display booths are allotted free of charge.   
- District, organizational & promotional divisions will be given booth space.   
- Exhibit space shall be a minimum of 6’ x 7’ and a maximum of 8’ x 10’.  

Exhibitors may utilize the wall located directly behind them, not 
exceeding the allotted space.   

- If additional wall dividers are needed, the exhibitor will supply them, not 
exceeding allotted space. Dividers should not block the flow of traffic in 
front of the exhibit space.  

- Exhibitors will insure display does not interfere with foot traffic.  
- First come, first served statement here--Due to the limited number of 

electrical outlets and depending on availability, one will be furnished 
upon request by the exhibitor.    

- Pre-school and school divisions will receive wall space in a separate room.  
(Table space is limited, so if a school requires table space, please note it 
on the registration form.)
