Miss Santa Rosa Boarding and Day School pageant. More recently, Angelica joined the Tohono 
O’odham Nation Youth Council where she serves as the secretary and is the representative for the Gu-

First runner-up, Catherine Rose Toro, is from the village of Itak in the Chukut Kuk District. She is the 
daughter of Mary Rose Garcia and the late Leroy Toro; her siblings are Philbert and Sylvia. Catherine 
enjoys spending her spare time playing sports; she is 17 years old.
